	Aims of Project:

To enable children to have a secure avenue to share worries/concerns and suggestions.



	How Did It Work?

Although we pride ourselves on our communication between staff/pupils and peer groups we wanted to create an avenue for children to share a concern or a worry. We recognised that some children found it less easy to talk to adults or that some situations were more difficult to share.

The ‘Frog Box’ was made for children to leave a note that would only be seen by the Headteacher and know that the concern would be dealt with. It was made clear that in some cases help may be sought. 

We made a very simple frog for the children to ‘feed’ a note to and a member of staff was designated to empty the box every other day and had notes directly to the Headteacher.



	Outcome/results

This has had very positive results. We have managed to uncover and deal with episodes of bullying, support children through traumatic family break downs and foster improved parent/child relationships. 

The children commented very favourably upon this in the recent pupil survey that we undertook.
