Ethos

The Lunchtime Nurture Group will be a safe haven for invited guests who have difficulty in dealing with the playground.  They will be chosen by class teachers.  Parents of the children attending will be informed.  It is not intended to be a place for children who have been sent in from the playground for misbehaving.

The Lunchtime Nurture Group will be run by 2 Learning Support Assistants. They will have lunch with the children in the school hall and then go to either the Yr 1 activity area, reception covered area or the library.  Activities are to be planned around the children’s interests.  On Mondays a discussion should take place as to what the children would like to do each week.  Board games could be organised for Monday sessions each week in order to allow set up time.

A child of the week should be chosen each week and that child can invite a guest to join them at the club for the Tuesday of the following week.

The rules of the nurture group should be based upon the Golden Rules and built up with the children. These should be placed in a central place for all nurture group children to remember.

The posts will be advertised internally.

The club has been up and running since June with Mrs Head in charge of development.  It was due to be evaluated before the end of Summer term to ensure that it is now fully in place as of September 2009.
