Enhancement Schools Success! 

 

 

 

 

 

 
St Loys Church of England Primary School and Rowan Gate School are the 

first schools in the county to become Enhanced Healthy Schools! St Loys 

have worked on two health and wellbeing projects, with their school priority 

project focusing on enabling activities for children to engage in healthy play 

and to encourage children to make healthy food choices.  As part of this, the 

school have taken on the Nourish hot meals service and have the highest  

take-up rate in the Daventry/South Northants area. Children from the school 

council have also been involved in choosing new playground equipment and 

resources to increase physical activity.  

 

Rowan Gate completed a project based around a local priority to raise 

awareness of what bullying is and what to do about it.  By introducing a peer 

support system and a bullying awareness campaign they dramatically 

increased the number of children who know what to do if they are being 

bullied and feel safe in the playground. 

Both schools will be presenting further details of their  

successful enhancement projects at the forthcoming  

Healthy Schools Conference on 24th November.
